 He went on to the Middlesex Community College Dental Assistant program,
from which he graduated in May 2021. After his graduation from Middlesex,
Nate was employed as a Dental Assistant at Lowell Dentistry for Children, a
job he thoroughly loved, being able to work with all children, especially those
with special needs.
